Science: Our living world

Focus:

HASS: My family history

Focus:

In Semester 1, students will conduct an inquiry to answer the following inquiry question: What is my
history and how do I know?

Students will:

e Explore the nature and structure of families

e Identify their own personal history, particularly their own family backgrounds and relationships.

o Examine diversity within their family and others.

e Investigate familiar ways family and friends commemorate past events that are important to them.

e Recognise how stories of families and the past can be communicated through sources that represent
past events.

o Present stories about personal and family events in the past that are commemorated.

Health and Physical Education

Focus:

¢ InPhysical Education (P.E), students will develop the fundamental movement skills of running, jumping,
hopping and galloping. They will explore how to move and play safely during physical activity. Students
apply fundamental movement skills and solve movement challenges.

e In Health, students will explore information about what makes them unique, identifying their strengths
and achievements. Students will identify safe settings where they can move and play safely and identify
actions that keep them safe in different settings. Students identify different emotions people experi-
ence in different situations.

Focus:

In Semester 1, students will learn and apply Digital Technologies and skills through guided play and tasks
infegrated into other subject areas.

Students will:

e Collect, explore and sort familiar data and use digital systems to present the data creatively to convey
meaning.

o Describe and represent a sequence of steps and decisions (algorithms) to solve simple problems in non
digital contexts.
o Develop foundational skills in systems and computational thinking, applying strategies such as exploring
patterns, developing logical steps, and hiding unnecessary information when solving simple problems
Assessment Task:
